Provide practice opportunities:


MODEL  --  (I do) Teacher demonstrates each behavior


LEAD     --   (We do) Teacher and students practice behavior together


TEST     --    (You do) Student demonstrates behavior

When students follow guidelines give verbal praise  “Thank you for entering/exiting the building quietly.”

When students forget guidelines


PROMPT   --  “We need you to walk to your destination.”

When student is noncompliant
