Flings doors open noisily

Stands at locker and blocks peers

Visits with peers

Slams locker door
	Walks up to locker and says, “It’s my turn please move.”

Squeezes in between peers

Opens locker and rattles door

Puts things away, stands visiting with peers

Provide practice opportunities:


MODEL  --  (I do) Teacher demonstrates each behavior


LEAD     --   (We do) Teacher and students practice behavior together


TEST     --    (You do) Student demonstrates behavior

When students follow guidelines give verbal praise.
When students forget guidelines:


PROMPT   --  “We need you close your locker door quietly, please.”

When student is noncompliant:
