To create a cooperative and orderly environment



To reduce problem behaviors in lunch line

Decrease noise level

Rationale:
To prevent disruptions of other classes



To improve consistency of behavioral expectations

Expected behavior:

1. Teacher escorts class to lunch line area

2. Use hallway behavior teach to

3. Use of a “0” or “1” voice (teacher discretion)

4. Walking in a single file 

5. Stop for those who are crossing.

6. Be ready to give your name in a polite voice to the lunch helpers
