MBI Blueprint Survey
Assessing and Planning Behavior Support in Schools

Purpose of the Survey

The MBI Blueprint Survey is used by school staff for initial and annual assessment
of ef fective behavior support systems in their school. The survey examines the stat us
and need for improvement of 5 key indicators: (1) MBI Training Process; (2) MBI Team
Process; (3) Evaluation Syst ems; (4)Proactive Support StrategiesN Best Practice: (a)
UniversalsN School-wide, Common Area and Classroom systems, (b) Targeted Groups
Systems, (c¢) I ndividual Student Systems; and (5) Community Process Systems. Each
question in the survey relates to one of the key indicators.

Survey results are summariz ed and used for avariety of purposes including:
annual action planning,

internal decision making,

assessment of change over time,

aware ness building of staff, and

team validat ion.
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The survey summary is used t o develop an action plan for implement ing and
sust aining ef f ective support systems t hroughout t he school

Conducting the Survey

Who completes the survey?

I nitially, the entire staff in a school completes the MBI Blueprint Survey. I n
subsequent years and as an on-going assessment and planning t ool, the MBI Blueprint
Survey can be complet ed in several ways:

¥ All staff at astaff meeting.
¥ | ndividuals fromarepresentative group.
¥ Team member-led focus group.
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When and how often should the survey be completed?

Since survey results are used for decision making and designing an annual action
planin the area for effective behavior support , most schools have staff complete the
survey at the end or the beginning of the school year.

How is the survey completed?
1. Complete the survey independently.
2. Schedule 20-30 minutes to complet e the survey.

3. Base your rating on your individual experie nces in the school. | f you do not work
in classrooms, answer questions that are applicable to you.

4. Mark (i.e., @Oor XQ onthe left side of the page for curre nt status and the
right side of the page for the priorit y level for improvement for each feature.
To assess behavior support , first evaluate the status of each system feature
(i.e. in place, partially in place, not in place, donOtknowN on t he left hand side of
survey.) Next, examine each feature. For each feature rated partially in place
or not in place, What is the priorit y for improvement for this feature (i.e.,
high, medium, lowN rig ht hand side of survey)?0




Summariz ing the Results from the MBI Blueprint Survey

The results fromthe MBI Blueprint Survey are used to (a) determine t he stat us of
MBI in a school and (b) guide t he development of an action plan for improving MBI . The
resulting action plan can be developed t o f ocus on any one or combination of the five MBI
Key I ndicat ors.

Summariz e the results

The objective is to produce a display that summariz es t he overall re sponse of
school staff for each systemon (a) status of MBI features and (b) improvement
priorit ies. Although there is information to be gained by a MonOtnowOre sponse, for the
purpose of tallying, a @onOtknowOt ranslat es t o Not in Place@N because if the respondee
does not know, t he feature might as well not be in place.

Step la. Summariz e survey results on a blank survey by tallying all individual re sponses
for each of the possible six choices as illustrated in example 1a.
